Union Bank of India repor-
ted a 12 per cent year-on-
year (y-o-y) increase in stan-
dalone net profit at ₹4,116
crore, supported by a decline
in total provisions, including
towards standard and non-
performing assets. The bank
recorded a net profit of
₹3,679 crore in the year ago

quarter. The net interest in-
come in the reporting
quarter declined 3 per cent y-
o-y to ₹9,113 crore (₹9,412
crore in the year ago period).
Other income, including fee-
based and treasury incomes
and recovery in written-o�
accounts, was a tad lower at
₹4,486 crore (₹4,509 crore).

Provisions for NPAs and
standard assets were lower
at ₹₹1,153 crore (₹1,651
crore) and ₹446 crore

(₹1,296 crore), respectively.
There was a write-back of
₹101 crore from provision
on non-performing invest-
ments (₹300-crore write-
back). Tax expenses were
lower at ₹1,129 crore (₹1,351
crore).

Sanjay Rudra, Executive
Director, attributed the prof-
itability to provisioning
pressure coming o� due to
improving asset quality.

The net interest margin

(NIM) was lower at 2.76 per
cent against 3.05 per cent.

GNPAs position improved
to 3.52 per cent of gross ad-
vances as at June-end against
4.54 per cent as at end June
2024. Net NPAs position too
improved to 0.62 per cent of
net advances against 0.90 per
cent.

Global deposits nudged up
3.63 per cent y-o-y to
₹12,39,933 crore as at
June-end.

Union Bank Q1 profit up 12% on lower provisions

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A team of six students from
India won three gold
medals, two silver and one
bronze to secure overall 7th

rank out of 110 countries at
the 66th International Math-
ematical Olympiad (IMO)
2025 held in Australia.

As per information given
by Homi Bhabha Centre for
Science Education
(HBCSE), this is the second
time India is winng three
golds at the IMO after 1998.
Last year (2024), the Indian
team created history by win-
ning four gold medals.

Globally, China, the US,
and South Korea finished as
the top three in that order.

This year, Team India set

a record with India’s highest
ever cumulative score of
193 out of a maximum of
252. A total of 630 students
participated in the event of
which 69 were female. 

WINNING STREAK

This is the third time in a
row that India has finished
in the top 10 (9th at IMO
2023 and 4th at IMO 2024),
Prithwijit De, National Co-
ordinator, Mathematical
Olympiad, and an Associate
Professor at the HBSCE,
said in a note.

HBCSE is the premier in-
stitution in the country for

research and development
in science, technology, and
mathematics education. It
is India’s nodal centre for
Olympiad programmes in
mathematics, physics,
chemistry, biology, astro-
nomy, and junior science.

The Indian team contin-
gent included Kanav Talwar
from Delhi (Gold), Aarav
Gupta from Delhi (Gold),
Adhitya Mangudy from Ma-
harashtra (Gold), Abel
George Mathew of
Karnataka (Silver), Aadish
Jain of Delhi (Silver), and
Archit Manas of Delhi
(Bronze).

Bagging 3 golds, Team India secures
overall 7th rank at Math Olympiad

The Variety Identification
Committee (VIC) headed
by ICAR’s Deputy Director
General (DDG) is said to
have recommended release
of 80 varieties of cotton, as
many as 78 by the private
sector, out of the 91 variet-
ies it received for approval. 

However, the final ap-
proval for their release for
commercial cultivation will
depend on what the Agri-
culture Secretary, as Chair-
man of Central Seed Com-
mittee, decides amid
objections raised by Agri-
culture Minister Shivraj
Singh Chouhan about such
‘uncontrolled’ release.

The 11 varieties not re-
commended by the VIC in-
cluded Bollgard II techno-
logy seeds of Rallis India,
Rasi Seeds, Indo American
Hybrid Seeds (India) and
Veda Seeds. The list of re-
jected varieties also in-
cludes two seeds, each de-
veloped by ICAR’s Central
Institute of Cotton Re-
search (CICR) and Vas-
antrao Naik Marathwada
Krishi Vidyapeeth (Parbh-
ani, Maharashtra) using
Bollgard I.

Except Veda Seeds and

CICR, some other varieties
of these companies have
also been approved. Among
those cleared are one from
Crystal Crop Protection,
two of Nuziveedu Seeds,
five of Ankur Seeds, seven
of Mahyco, and eight of
Kaveri Seed Company,
sources said.

CATER TO NEEDS

Experts said that the sys-
tem of seed approval itself
is faulty as the DDG (Crop
Science) of the ICAR or his
nominee chairs the VIC
whereas he also heads the
Central Variety Release
Committee for agriculture
crops. While the VIC re-
commends to the CVRC,
the latter further recom-

mends to the Central Seed
Committee under the Agri-
culture Secretary.

At the stakeholders
meeting, Chouhan had said:
“We want cotton pro-
ductivity to increase, we
should reach the world av-
erage and we should be able
to produce the kind of cot-
ton that the industry needs
today — long staple.”

He had said that there
were good results from the
high density cotton farming
and the country would
move towards it more rap-
idly. 

“ICAR will do research as
per the requirement of the
farmers, the type of seeds
required and the type of
cotton required by the in-
dustry. Research will be
done only for such seeds,
for such varieties,” he said
adding that production of
seeds has to be increased
based on the demand of the
cotton industry.

India’s cotton produc-
tion dropped to 30.69 mil-
lion bales (of 170 kg each)
in 2024-25 from 35.25 mil-
lion bales in 2020-21. While
a key factor for the decline
was a fall in the area as
farmers shifted to other
crops, there are also issues
of crop damage due to pest
attack, lowering yield.

As panel clears 80 cotton varieties,
Minister questions ‘uncontrolled release’

Union Commerce and In-
dustry Minister Piyush
Goyal urged micro, small
and medium enterprises
(MSMEs) to take advant-
age of the Bharat Mart, a
warehouse-cum-sales point
spread over one lakh
square metres in Dubai,
specially designed for small
companies to tap global
markets.

In line with Dragon
Mart, which markets
Chinese products, Goyal
said that Bharat Mart is
equipped to house 1,400
MSME units with a small
front-o�ce to showcase
products, a warehouse, and
a housing facility for em-
ployees. Dragon Mart does
sales of ₹85,000 crore from
its units in Dubai.

Buyers from Europe,
weat Asia and Africa visit
country-specific outlets in
Dubai to check for quality
products and place orders.
DP World, the shipping
partner for Bharat Mart
will handle the transporta-

tion part from the ware-
house to global buyers.

Speaking at an Assocham
event in Mumbai, on Sat-
urday, Goyal said that
MSMEs should achieve
scale to become more com-
petitive, focus on quality
and target global markets.

KEEP PACE

MSMEs have to come for-
ward to take advantage of
Bharat Mart in Dubai which
is being o�ered at a highly
concessional rate to them
for storing goods at the
warehouse and fulfil global
orders.

Depending on MSMEs’

response, Goyal said the
government is willing to
negotiate a project like
Bharat Mart in 10 other
countries. For instance, a
ceramic unit from Morbi in
Gujarat can display its
stock on Bharat Mart, keep
some stocks in the ware-
house and tap global
buyers.

MSME units are cur-
rently debt averse and
prefer to remain small, but
they should understand
that they must keep pace
with a fast-growing India
or will be left out, he said.

Industry should bring to
the government’s attention

that they are facing non-
tari� barriers so that it can
be taken up with that par-
ticular country or similar
trade barriers are levied by
India on those countries,
he said.

Asked whether the trade
talks with the US will be ex-
tended further, he said,
“only time will tell”.

With global supply
chains undergoing big
changes, it is imperative for
India’s industries to focus
on R&D and innovation.

In the last two years, In-
dian companies filed for
1.60 lakh patents. Saudi Ar-
abia is now focusing on
R&D in the oil sector and
focusing on value-added
products as it knows that
the company economy can-
not sustain just by selling
crude oil, he said.

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India Cements, an Aditya
Birla Group company, re-
ported a net loss of ₹133
crore in the June, or first,
quarter against a net profit
of ₹58 crore logged in the
same period last year, due to
provisioning for step-down
subsidiary.

Average capacity
utilisation was at 61 per
cent. 

It has refinanced debt

EBITDA was higher at ₹424
per tonne against ₹88 a
tonne in the March quarter.

Net realisation improved
six per cent to ₹3,771 a
tonne against ₹3,568 a
tonne in Q4 FY25.

India Cements
posts ₹133-crore 
loss in Q1 
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Private sector lender Yes
Bank on Saturday reported a
59 per cent year-on-year rise
in net profit for the first
quarter ended June 30 at
₹801 crore, led by higher
‘other income’. This non-in-
terest income, which in-
cludes fees from third party
services and treasury in-
come, rose 46 per cent y-o-y
to ₹1,752 crore in Q1. 

The net interest income
grew 6 per cent y-o-y at
₹2,371 crore. The net in-
terest margin was flat se-
quentially at 2.5 per cent.

Overall advances rose 5
per cent y-o-y to ₹2.41-lakh
crore, while deposits were up
4 per cent to ₹2.75-lakh
crore. The slow pace of loan
growth was due to the bank
chasing profitable lending
segments, MD and CEO
Prashant Kumar told report-
ers in a post-earnings
conference.

Commercial banking
loans, which are profit ac-
cretive, per the MD, grew 19
per cent y-o-y at ₹59,652
crore, while large corporate
loans, with thin margins,
grew 3 per cent to ₹62,390
crore. Fresh slippages rose to
₹1,458 crore in Q1 versus
